In the motion picture of the life of Gandhi, there is a scene in which a Hindu
father whose child has been killed by a Muslim comes to Gandhi in great

grief and remorse. Out of a sense of retribution he has killed a Muslim child.

He now kneels before Gandhi asking how he can get over his guilt and
regret. Gandhi, who is gravely ill, tells the man that he must go and adopt a
boy and raise him as his very own son. That request seems reasonable but
then comes a requirement: In order to find inner peace, the Hindu man must
raise the boy to be a Muslim. Overwhelmed at the inconceivable thought of
raising a son as a Muslim, the man leaves Gandhi’s room in total disarray.
Later, however, he returns and again kneels beside Gandhi’s bed. He now
understands. He must take the hostility from his heart and replace it with
love. That kind of forgiveness is more than passive resignation to a bad
