As we celebrate the Ascension of Jesus into heaven, like the aposties, we
too gaze toward heaven, in anticipation of the sending of the Holy Spirit.
Our eyes are on the descent of the Holy Spirit who will give us the wisdom
and courage to be true disciples of Jesus as happened with the apostles.
Before leaving his apostles, Jesus, referring to his death and Resurrection,
said to them “You are witnesses to all these things.” And not only were
they witnesses to the death and Resurrection but also to the Ascension.
More importantly, Jesus promised to send the Holy Spirit who would teach
them all things and remove all fear. He is not abandoning his apostles, but
rather by ascending to his father, he ensures that the Holy Spirit will come
upon them.

It encourages
us to not only live the Gospel, but by the witness of our lives to preach the
Gospel.
